
COMMISSIONERS PROCEEDINGS 
Madison, Nebraska      February 26, 2013 
 

 The Board of County Commissioners of Madison County, Nebraska met in regular session at 9:30 A.M. 
 

 Advance notice of meeting was published in the Thursday, February 21, 2013 edition of The Norfolk Daily News.  A copy 
of said notice was mailed to each Board member.  An affidavit of acknowledgment of receipt of notice of meeting as published 
was executed. Chairman Lee Klein called the meeting to order and notified the public of the location of the information 
regarding the Open Meeting Act posted in the meeting room. 
 

 Present:  Commissioners Lee Klein, Jerry McCallum, and Christian Ohl, County Highway Superintendent Richard 
Johnson, Assistant County Highway Superintendent Dave Heggemeyer, County Clerk Nancy Scheer, Norfolk Daily News 
reporter Jerry Guenther, US92 reporter Brian Masters, and WJAG reporter Paul Hughes.  County Attorney Joseph Smith joined 
the meeting at 9:54 A.M.  
 

 Chairman Klein read the following consent agenda items into the record: 
 

1) Approval of minutes of the February 12, 2013 meeting 

2) Approval of appointment of Ray Flood to complete the unexpired term of Larry Kohl to serve as a member of the Veterans’

Highway, Phase 2

 Motion was made by Ohl and seconded by McCallum to approve the consent agenda.  Roll call vote:  Ayes, Klein, 
McCallum, and Ohl.  Nays, none.  Motion carried. 
 
 
 Motion was made by McCallum and seconded by Ohl to approve the regular agenda.  Roll call vote:  Ayes, Klein, 
McCallum, and Ohl.   Nays, none.  Motion carried. 
 
 
 

Pursuant to published legal notice in the Friday, February 15, 2013 edition of the Norfolk Daily News, Chairman Klein 
opened a public hearing at 9:32 A.M. to receive citizens’ comments regarding the road construction program for 2013 and the 
six-year road improvement plan.  Two members of the public were in attendance during the hearing.   
 County Highway Superintendent Richard Johnson reported that the county is required by state law to file a one and six 
year road improvement plan with the Board of Classifications and Standards by March 1st of each year.  He presented a map 
and explained that 26 projects are proposed in the one year plan and that 17 of these are road projects, which include asphalt 
overlays, grading, graveling, cleaning out ditches to improve the grade, and construction of Northeast Industrial Highway. He 
reported that there are 10 structures in the one year plan including bridges and box culverts.   
 Mr. Johnson explained that the 6 year plan includes 22 road projects and 15 structures.  He stated that the one year plan 
includes Northeast Industrial Highway, Phase 3, which consists of two miles of new concrete from 1st Street east to the county 
line.  He reported that Phase 3 also includes three bridges, one over Spring Branch, one over Victory Road, and one over the 
railroad that goes to Nucor Road.  He further explained that the two east bridges, over Victory Road and the railroad, constitute 
a viaduct. He also reported that bids have been taken for Phase 3 and the contract documents are being prepared.  Mr. 
Johnson stated that the last mile of Northeast Industrial Highway, which is Phase 2, from Highway 81 to 1st Street, is also 
included in the one year plan.  He explained that they are currently looking at changing the route for this segment of the project 
and it is a matter of completing diligence to determine if they can improve the proposed route from an environmental and 
hydraulic standpoint.  
 Mr. Johnson reported that other projects included in the one year plan include one mile of the Lindsay Road from 
Highway 32 south, which is scheduled for concrete pavement during 2013.  He explained that two miles of concrete paving 
were completed on the Lindsay Road with good results and paving the last mile this year will finish a project that has been 
ongoing for the past 8 to 10 years.  He reported that there are two projects in the area of the Battle Creek bridge, where it 
crosses the Elkhorn River, and two projects in the area of the Meadow Grove bridge. He explained that these are ER projects 
which are the result of the 2010 flood and the federal government will pay 80% of the costs and the County will pay 20% of the 
cost.  He stated that these projects are in various stages of design and hopefully will get completed this year. 
 Mr. Johnson explained that overlay projects include two miles of Eisenhower Avenue from Highway 81 west, 
approximately one mile on the Meadow Grove road from the ADM plant going north to the section line, and another mile of the 
Meadow Grove road seven miles north of Highway 32.  He reported that Project No. 831, located in the northwest corner of the 
County, is 844th Road, which was washed out during the 2010 flood.  He explained that he is in the process of trying to move 
this project forward.  He reported that FEMA will pay 75% of the project costs, and the State will pay 12.5% of the costs. 
Commissioner McCallum questioned if the funds are committed from the federal and state for this project.  Mr. Johnson 
responded that the project costs have been defined and the project is on record.  He explained that the County must complete 
the work by June 2014, which is four years after the event occurred.  Commissioner McCallum reported that he talked to some 
individuals that were involved in the 2010 flood along the Missouri River and they aren’t having very good luck with FEMA.   



 Mr. Johnson reported that Project No. 776 is located northwest of Norfolk in Cedar Heights Subdivision.  He explained 
that the residents have been requesting some work road in the subdivision for quite some time.  He reported that he and 
Chairman Klein met with the landowners last fall and they resoundingly decided that, although they want the road paved, they 
do not want to pay the costs associated with paving.  Mr. Johnson explained that the County plans to re-grade the road and try 
to harden up some soft spots, but the road will not be paved and will remain graveled.  
 Mr. Johnson explained that several bridge replacements projects are included in the one year plan.  He stated that the 
County has been replacing bridges with culverts, with the County road workers completing the work. He reported that Project 
No. 817 is included in the six year plan and is a road project starting at the Enola Road going south approximately three-fourths 
of a mile along the Agrex elevator.  He stated that he and Commissioner McCallum spoke to the Agrex representatives 
approximately 1½ years ago about the possibility of Agrex building a parking lot to stage trucks waiting to go into the facility and 
after completion of the parking lot the County would build up the road with concrete in the area next to the elevator.  Mr. 
Johnson reported that he spoke with Agrex representatives last week and they aren’t ready to start constructing the parking lot, 
so the project has been placed on the six year plan.  Chairman Klein requested that one block of overlay on Mach I Drive to 
37th Street be added to the road plan. 
 Norfolk Daily News reporter Jerry Guenther questioned what the approximate cost was for projects included in the one 
year plan and Mr. Johnson responded that the one year plan project costs are estimated at $10.7 million and projects in the six 
year have an estimated cost of $4.6 million. He explained that the project costs include Northeast Industrial Highway and other 
government entities, including the City of Norfolk and Railroad Transportation Safety District, are contributing money for this 
project.  In addition, he reported that the ER projects, including 844th Road, will have FEMA funds contributed to assist with 
project costs. 
 Mr. Johnson explained that the one year plan includes big projects that the County wants to complete, including 
Northeast Industrial Highway, roads overlays, Cedar Heights, and several smaller bridges, but it also includes smaller projects 
that can be completed entirely by County employees. Commissioner McCallum stated that the County employees can replace 
bridge structures with culverts.  Mr. Johnson explained that culvert projects cost between $40,000 and $50,000 depending 
upon the size and also whatever costs are involved for the county employees to complete the work, which is less than half the 
cost for replacing with a bridge. Chairman Klein explained that a hydrology study is completed with each bridge replacement 
project to make sure that proper drainage is maintained. 
 Patricia Kellogg stated that she and her brother, Richard Polt, are concerned with Phase 2 of the Northeast Industrial 
Highway.  She reported that her brother lives right next to Highway 81 and they are trying to determine when the portion of the 
project affecting her brother’s property will start. She stated that surveying has been completed and they were told that the road 
would be going through her brother’s property, so he started looking for another house so he could move.  She questioned if 
there was any kind of a timeline when a decision would be made on the final route.  Mr. Johnson responded that he wished he 
could give them an answer, but they are currently doing diligence to determine if going an alternate route would be better from 
an environmental and hydrology standpoint.  He stated that the current proposed route goes right along the south side of Mr. 
Polt’s house.  
 Chairman Klein stated that approval has been given by the Corp of Engineers to use the proposed route and changing 
the route requires studying the impact on wetlands and drainage.  He stated that until the Corp of Engineers provides a 
decision on these components, the County can’t respond to questions regarding the final route.  He explained that if the route 
relocation involves over half an acre of wetlands, then extra work is required.  
 Patricia Kellogg questioned if the County has a projection on when Phase 2 will be started.  Chairman Klein responded 
that he would like to start Phase 2 this year and have answers on the final route by April or May. County Highway 
Superintendent Richard Johnson responded that there are hydrology and environmental issues to study and then a 
determination needs to be made on permits that may be required.  In addition, he stated that they also need to talk to the 
Nebraska Department of Roads to determine if access onto Highway 81 will be allowed for the alternate route.  
 Richard Polt questioned if the Nebraska Department of Roads approved access onto Highway 81 for the route proposed 
past his house and Mr. Johnson responded that access onto Highway 81 was approved on John Uecker’s property.  He stated 
that when Highway 81 was widened, access was built on John Uecker’s land with the Northeast Industrial Highway project in 
mind.  He explained that north of the Polt property is another left turn lane for southbound traffic.  He reported that at the time of 
Highway 81 reconstruction, they told the Nebraska Department of Roads the anticipated location of Northeast Industrial 
Highway so the highway was designed accordingly to accommodate the County.  Mr. Johnson explained that Highway 81 is 
controlled access highway and they need to look at what type of access is available.  He reported that the north access is 
unlimited access for vehicles, but the one used by Polt and Reeves is probably limited to a certain number of vehicles daily.  He 
also stated that he is unsure how access is set up when residences are involved; however, there are farm accesses, which are 
ten vehicle movements daily.  He explained that there are different types of access control and if a different route is approved, 
access onto Highway 81 would need to be discussed. 
 Patricia Kellogg questioned where the access to Highway 81 is located for the current proposed route past her brother’s 
house and Mr. Johnson responded that the access is located north of Mr. Polt’s property past the bridge located on Highway 
81, which is a farm entrance.  Chairman Klein explained that the access is approximately one-quarter mile north of Mr. Polt’s 
property.  
 Richard Polt questioned if the alternate route being considered would cost more in dirt work.  County Highway 
Superintendent Richard Johnson responded that project costs would also be considered.  He concurred that it appears that 
more dirt work would be required, but drainage structures would be about the same with both routes.  He stated that the 
amount of dirt work required is another factor to consider.  He reported that the current alignment cuts up farms. He explained 
that moving the alignment so it is parallel to the power poles may add more damage to the land when acquiring right-of-way.   
 Richard Bolt stated that since he has lived as his current location he has walked back to the river and the angle of the 
river east of his house is straighter than at any other location.  He stated that he didn’t know what additional costs would be 
added to the project by putting in an angled bridge.  County Highway Superintendent Richard Johnson stated that places 
located north of Mr. Polt’s property that are being considered have a spot where the river can be crossed at a right angle.  He 
explained that a bridge must be built, but they also need to make sure they account for water in the flood plain.  He stated that 
they try to go at right angles to the flood plain and intercept water and keep it going on its current path, but that may be 
something that pushes the route further south.   
 Chairman Klein encouraged County Highway Superintendent Richard Johnson to keep Richard Polt posted as progress 
is made on the final route location.  Patricia Kellogg reported that Mr. Johnson was told that he would know the route by the 
end of January.  She explained that her brother found a place that he would like to buy, so he needs to know if he needs to 
move or if he can stay.  Chairman Klein responded that the County is anxious to get a decision on the final route and the 
County will try to expedite this process as much as possible.  
 



 County Highway Superintendent Richard Johnson stated that he will let Mr. Polt and Ms. Kellogg know as soon as the 
County is notified.  He reiterated that the County is trying to expedite this process as much as possible. 
 County Attorney appeared at the end of the hearing and inquired if the project for repairs to 844th Road was included in 
the road plan.  County Highway Superintendent Richard Johnson responded that 844th Road is included in the one year road 
plan. 
 Chairman Klein closed the hearing at 9:55 A.M.   
 After discussion, the following resolution was introduced: 
 

RESOLUTION #2013-13 

 WHEREAS, pursuant to published legal notice, public hearing on the one year and six year Road Improvement 
Programs for Madison County was held, and 
 WHEREAS, Richard C. Johnson, Madison County Highway Superintendent has presented the one year and six year 
Road Programs, and  
 WHEREAS, said Road Programs, as presented, have been given due consideration, 
 NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, that the one year Road Program and the six year Road Program, as 
presented, are hereby accepted. 
 
 Motion was made by McCallum and seconded by Ohl that the foregoing resolution be adopted.  Roll call vote:  Ayes, 
Klein, McCallum, and Ohl.  Nays, none.  Motion carried. 
 
 
 
 

Attorney Joseph Smith reported that the County has been working on plans for reconstruction of 844th Road for two 
years ever since County Highway Superintendent Richard Johnson filed an application. He stated that during the time that the 
County was making plans for repairing the road, a lawsuit was filed by Verschuurs.  He stated that the County is still involved in 
a lawsuit because the County is working on plans to build the road, yet he has a court hearing on March 1st challenging that 
the County is not building a road.  He stated that reconstruction of 844th Road is on the one year plan which was just approved 
by the County Board, so he will offer the plan into evidence at the next court hearing. He explained that reconstruction of 844th 
Road has been in the planning process for almost two years and the lawsuit was filed in July 2012.  He reported that he will 
prepare affidavits for the next hearing scheduled on March 1st.  He stated that there are some technical defects in the briefs, 
but at the current time the lawsuit is a waste of time for everyone since he prepared a brief for a lawsuit in which the County is 
already planning to build a road.   

County Attorney Joseph Smith stated that there is one more point in the 844th Road litigation that he would like to 
discuss with Board members in executive session. Motion was made by Ohl and seconded by McCallum to recess into 
executive session to discuss litigation on 844th Road.  Roll call vote Ayes, Klein, McCallum, and Ohl.  Nays, none.  Motion 
carried. 

The County Board recessed into executive session at 9:58 A.M. with County Attorney Joseph Smith, County Highway 
Superintendent Richard Johnson, Assistant County Highway Superintendent Dave Heggemeyer, and County Clerk Nancy 
Scheer present. 

Motion was made by McCallum and seconded by Ohl to recess from executive session.  Roll call vote:  Ayes, Klein, 
McCallum, and Ohl. 
 After recessing from executive session, County Attorney Joseph Smith reported that he told Verschuurs’ attorney that he 
can’t file a Mandamus to make the County move faster to build a road.  He stated that there is absolutely no purpose for the 
Verschuur lawsuit and, in his opinion, it is frivolous. He explained that this lawsuit creates work for him, creates work for the 
County Board, and also creates work for County Highway Superintendent Richard Johnson because he is working on preparing 
affidavits to be filed in conjunction with the lawsuit.  He reiterated that an application for road reconstruction was prepared in 
2011 and the project was approved before the lawsuit was filed.   
 County Highway Superintendent Richard Johnson reported that the County had a lot of flood damage in 2011 on roads 
that were more traveled.  Chairman Klein stated that the portion of 844th Road that was damaged only leads to small cabins.   
 Norfolk Daily News reporter Jerry Guenther questioned if Brad Easland or other landowners joined the lawsuit and 
County Attorney Joseph Smith responded that no other affected land owners joined the lawsuit.  He explained that one issue 
which may come up at the next court hearing is whether all the interested parties are joined to the lawsuit. 
 Chairman Klein stated that if another flood event occurs in this area, the river will likely relocate much further south.  
Commissioner McCallum stated that his main concern was that the County would be setting a precedent by reconstructing a 
road that is used by only a few individuals. 
 County Attorney Joseph Smith also reported that the Blaser lawsuit came back from the Supreme Court to the County 
for a new trial.  He stated that one issue associated with the lawsuit will be placement of the road sign.
