COMMISSIONERS PROCEEDINGS

Madison, Nebraska November 19, 2012

The Board of County Commissioners of Madison County, Nebraska met in regular session at 9:30 A.M.

Advance notice of meeting was published in the Wednesday, November 14, 2012 edition of The Norfolk Daily News. A
copy of said notice was mailed to each Board member. An affidavit of acknowledgment of receipt of notice of meeting as
published was executed. Chairman Lee Klein called the meeting to order and notified the public of the location of the
information regarding the Open Meeting Act posted in the meeting room.

Present: Commissioners Jerry McCallum, Martin Griffith, and Lee Klein, Commissioner Elect Christian Ohl, County
Highway Superintendent Richard Johnson, County Clerk Nancy Scheer, and Norfolk Daily News reporter Jerry Guenther.
Assistant County Highway Superintendent Dave Heggemeyer was present from 2:00 P.M. to 2:09 P.M. Planning and Zoning
Administrator John Johnson was present from 2:00 P.M. to 2:10 P.M.

Chairman Klein read the following consent agenda items into the record:

RESOLUTION #2012-66

WHEREAS, the 2012-2013 fiscal year budget, adopted by the Board of Commissioners of Madison County, Nebraska,
commits up to $3,066,062.00 from the Federal Aid Secondary Fund to pay for expenditures exceeding monies available in the
Road/Bridge Fund; and

WHEREAS, monies in the Road/Bridge Fund are now insufficient to meet the current expenditures approved by the
Board of Commissioners;

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, that five hundred thousand dollars ($500,000.00) be transferred from the
Federal Aid Secondary Fund to the Road/Bridge Fund to meet current expenditures.

RESOLUTION #2012-67

WHEREAS, Inheritance Tax collections are essential to the Madison County budget and have historically been used for
funding requests relating to economic development, educational enhancement, and other unique improvements to benefit the
citizens allowing contributions to be made to the College of Nursing, Heroes’ Park, and County libraries, among others, without
the use of property tax revenue of Madison County, and

WHEREAS, generally, the largest amount of Inheritance Tax proceeds expended by Madison County in any given year
is for the direct purpose of reducing property taxes and the property tax levy rate and

WHEREAS, the 2012 Madison County levy rate is $0.424852 intended to raise $11,692,255 in property taxes, and.

WHEREAS, if Inheritance Tax was not available to the county for property tax reduction, the total 2012 property taxes
would by $12,562,255 and the levy rate would by $0.456463,

WHEREAS, reduction or elimination of Inheritance Tax proceeds will result in a combination of increased property taxes
and decreased services to Madison County citizens,

NOW THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED that the Board of Commissioners of Madison County categorically opposes
reduction or elimination of Inheritance Tax proceeds to the county.

3. There are two buildings, as shown in the survey, lying within the front Zoning Districts required setbacks.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, that the Board of Commissioners of Madison County, Nebraska, hereby
approve Mildred Bonner's Lotsplit for 6.24 acres in the East Y2 of the Southwest ¥4 of Section 21; Township 22 North; Range 3
West of the 6th P.M., Madison County, Nebraska.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, this Lotsplit approval shall only be valid and recorded by the
Madison County Register of Deeds if the conditions listed below occurs.

the county right-of-way is removed in its entirety.
2. The Madison County Zoning Administrator cannot sign off on this lot split until it is verified the building has been
removed.

Chairman Klein stated that county owned equipment was previously sold on a Big Iron auction and bidders from a large
area purchased items. He reported that several items were sold for a larger sum than was anticipated.
After discussion, a motion was made by McCallum and seconded by Griffith to authorize the foregoing listed equipment
to be sold at a Big Iron auction and authorize the Board Chairman to execute the titles for transfer to the new owners. Roll call
vote: Ayes, McCallum, Griffith, and Klein. Nays, none. Motion carried.

Deputy County Attorney Mike Long was present for discussion on the acquisition of right-of-way by eminent domain for
Northeast Industrial Highway Phase 3. Roger and Sharon Schulz were also present during discussion on this matter.

County Highway Superintendent Richard Johnson reported that a resolution authorizing the County Attorney’s office to
proceed with eminent domain proceedings for acquisition of tracts 12 and 14 was prepared for Board consideration. He
explained that the owners of the property are Roger and Sharon Schulz and he has been negotiating with the owners for quite
some time and haven’t been able to come to an agreement.

Sharon Schulz stated that they want to be treated fairly. She reported that she heard that someone else was paid
$22,000 an acre for their property. County Highway Superintendent Richard Johnson responded that he did not negotiate the
purchase of any right-of-way for the Northeast Industrial Highway Phase 3 project in this amount. Sharon Schulz reiterated that
they just want to be treated fairly and they were told that an owner who sold a one acre parcel received $22,000. Chairman
Klein reported that the right-of-way purchases made by the County are public record, so the information can be verified.

County Highway Superintendent Richard Johnson reported that the Wachter brothers received $8,700/acre, Douglas
Winter was paid $8,700/acre for his farmland and $7,200/acre for the area with the creek and trees that could be considered
wasteland, Mark Winkelbauer received $6,800/acre, Eva Winter received $6,200/acre, Paul MclIntosh donated his property, and
the industries all told him that they would donate their property. He stated that he doesn’t know where the $22,000/acre
information came from. In addition, he stated that he would be happy to show the right-of-way contracts to Mr. and Mrs. Schulz.
Sharon Schulz stated that they don’t want to make a stink; however, they want to be treated fairly.

Deputy County Attorney Mike Long explained that once the County Attorney’s office files a petition, a County Judge will
appoint appraisers and await the return of the appraisal information. He stated that at this point, the landowners can accept the
appraisal and the County would pay; however, if the landowners think the appraisals are wrong, they could file an appeal to the
District Court.

Chairman Klein explained that the appraisals will be based on the sale prices of other similar property. Deputy County
Attorney Mike Long reported that the appraisals will be based upon the standards of all appraisers, including the standards
used by the County Assessor when appraising real estate. He explained that if the County Board directs the County Attorney
so proceed with eminent domain, it does not foreclose further negotiations with the landowners. He reported that one thing that
the County Attorney must prove during condemnation proceedings is that the County has engaged in good faith negotiations.

County Highway Superintendent Richard Johnson reported that the appraised value of the property was $6,200/acre and
he offered $8,700/acre, which is approximately 40% higher than the appraised value. He stated that Mr. and Mrs. Schulz have
requested $12,000/acre. He stated that he is not aware of any animosity between him and the landowners and the negotiations
with Mr. and Mrs. Schulz have been friendly and professional.
